DECEMBER CABARRUS ART GUILD MEETING

The December meeting of the guild will be on Thursday, December 10" at 7 p m in the Davis
Theatre located in the Historic Courthouse on Union Street in Concord, NC. Guest speaker will
be Osiris Rain from Charlotte, who will give an Art Talk about his work. Rain studied
extensively in Florence, Italy, at the Angel Academy of Art and later with Odd Nerdrum in
Stavern, Norway. He is the founder and an instructor at School of the Open Eye in Charlotte.
He “creates his own ground in the classical method” by starting his paintings with a base layer
of paint applied to a gessoed surface. He grinds his own pigments and works exclusively from
the live model. His work has been shown in many group and solo exhibitions in North America,
Europe, Iceland and Australia.

NOVEMBER CABARRUSART GUILD MEETING:

Eric Olsen was guest speaker for our November meeting. Our vice president, Keith Pavey
took the following notes on the meeting: Thank you Keith.
"Eric is a figure artist who works in a loose and free fashion using pastel as a drawing
medium. He was influenced early on in his career by Gesture drawing of the figure similar to
the method taught by Nicolades in his book "The Natural Way to Draw". He learned to work
very fast with short poses to capture the essence of the figure and its movement.

Later joined Tony Griffin's drawing group and there worked on figure drawing, but
eventually felt that he was following the group issues instead of his own so moved on. Eric
moved from tonal issues to color issues. He was influenced by Rembrandt, DeKooning and



expressionism as he pursued his work. He used figure drawing as a learning tool, and
started working faster and looser, doing what he liked and was good at. Later started
varying colors in phases (red phase, blue phase, etc.) to explore their effect on how his
drawings appeared under the influence of a predominate color. He used colors to define the
form instead of edges.

Eric's drawings are all produced with pastel marks and lines and scribbles to define his
figures, rather than shading, form or volume. He likes spontaneity, gesture,opposites well
delineated, loose and indicated rather than sharply defined."
