GUILD MEETING / ART TALK APRIL 2010
Thursday, April 8, 7 pm - Gay Smith is the guest speaker for this month’s Art Talk.
Just 130 miles northwest of Concord lives a studio potter named Gertrude Graham Smith, nicknamed Gay Smith.

Bakersville, NC is proud to claim Gay for her renowned salt and soda fired porcelain which has been formed and
altered on a potter’s wheel, glazed when leather-hard, and fired in a soda kiln. By studying such pieces as the



dancing teapot, the hourglass bowl, as well as the fruit and flower baskets and other pieces, you’ll note that her
interest lies in the tactile quality of clay. Her pieces appeal to the sense of touch and the scale of the human hand. Her
works often look alive and whimsical. A recipient of a North Carolina Arts Council Visual Artist Fellowship award in
2006-07, she aspires to convey an alchemical bond between material, process, and person.

Gay has been an Artist-in-Residence at the Archie Bray Foundation and the Penland School of Crafts. She has
taught at the Haystack Mountain School of Crafts, the Harvard Ceramics Studio, and the Findhorn Foundation of
Northern Scotland. Her work has been published in Making Marks, Functional Pottery, Working with Clay, and on the
cover of Ceramics Monthly. - Compiled by Docent Lois Handy
